What is Listeriosis?

Listeriosis is a serious illness
caused by a germ called Listeria.

People can get sick by drinking or
eating food that has Listeria.

The illness can lead to blood and
brain infections and may even lead
to death.

For pregnant women, listeriosis can
cause miscarriage, premature birth,
stillbirth, and infection to the baby.

Symptoms may include:

Fever

Headache, muscle or joint aches
Nausea (wanting to throw up)
Stiff neck

Confusion

Dizziness or loss of balance
Diarrhea

People can feel sick between 3 days
and 2 months after eating food or
drink that has Listeria.
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Who is at risk?

Everyone has an immune system. It
is the body’s ability to fight off
disease and protect our health.
People with weakened immune
systems are at highest risk of
listeriosis. These include people
who are:

e Pregnant

e 65-years old
and older

e Less than one
month old

e Less healthy
because they
have other
diseases like
cancer, kidney
disease, diabetes,
AIDS or lupus

that weaken the
immune system,
such as steroids
(ex. prednisone),
chemotherapy,
radiation therapy,
antibiotics, and antacids.
