e Have had a sexual transmitted infection (STI) in the past 6 months,
especially syphilis or rectal gonorrhea or chlamydia.

e Use methamphetamine or share needles, syringes, or other equipment
to inject drugs.

« Are planning to get pregnant with a partner who has HIV or whose HIV
status you don’t know.

PrEP is a medication that helps reduce your risk of getting HIV.
