The Los Angeles County Domestic Violence Council (DVC) intends to reduce incidents of domestic/intimate partner violence in Los 
Angeles County by: 

1. Establishing and coordinating systems and procedures to provide a working forum for interaction and the exchange of 
information between public, private, and non-profit agencies that provide services, resources, support, and education to 
individuals to end domestic/intimate partner violence.  

2. Identifying and analyzing prevention, intervention, and treatment techniques related to domestic/intimate partner violence.  
3. Sharing critical analysis of current and proposed legislation and policies to the DVC membership, the Los Angeles County 

Board of Supervisors (the Board), and other interested parties.  
4. Creating a repository of domestic/intimate partner violence related data and resources for use by DVC members, public, 

private, and non-profit agencies, the media, educational sources, and other interested parties.
