3. Sharing critical analysis of current and proposed legislation and policies to the DVC membership, the Los Angeles County Board of
Supervisors (the Board), and other interested parties.

4. Creating a repository of domestic/intimate partner violence related data and resources for use by DVC members, public, private, and non-
profit agencies, the media, educational sources, and other interested parties.
